Limited Review Report on unaudited financial results of Singer India Limited for the 
quarter ended 31 December 2024 and year to date results for the period from 01 April 
2024 to 31 December 2024 pursuant to Regulation 33 of Securities and Exchange 
Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, 
as amended 

To the Board of Directors of Singer India Limited 

1. We have reviewed the accompanying Statement of unaudited financial results of Singer India Limited 
(hereinafter referred to as "the Company") for the quarter ended 31 December 2024 and year to date 
results for the period from 01 April 2024 to 31 December 2024 ("the Statement"). 

2. This Statement, which is the responsibility of the Company's management and approved by its Board 
of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid 
down in Indian Accounting Standard 34 "Interim Financial Reporting" ("Ind AS 34"), prescribed under 
Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013, and other accounting principles gE/nerally accepted in India 
and in compliance with Regulation 33 of the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Listing 
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended ("Listing Regulations"). 
Our responsibility is to issue a report on the Statement based on our review. 

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review Engagements 
(SRE) 2410 "Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the 
Entity", issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A review of interim financial 
information consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons responsible for financial and accounting 
matters, and applying analytical and other review procedures. A review is substantially less in scope 
than an audit conducted in accordance with Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable 
us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all significant matters that might be identified 
in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion. 

4. Based on our review conducted as above, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe 
that the accompanying Statement, prepared in accordance with the recognition and measuremen·t 
principles laid down in the aforesaid Indian Accounting Standard and other accounting principles 
generally accepted in India, has not disclosed the information required to be disclosed in terms of 
Regulation 33 of the Listing Regulations, including the manner in which it is to be disclosed, or that it 
contains any material misstatement. 

5. We draw attention to Note 8 of the unaudited financial results for the quarter and year to date results 
for the period ended 31 December 2024 which describes that supplier of Zig-Zag machines holding 
a license issued by the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) had received a notice for cancellation of 
license on 05 June 2023 and the Company had filed a writ petition before the Hon'ble Delhi High 
Court against such cancellation on 10 November 2023. The said matter is currently under discussion 
with the relevant authorities and hence the ultimate outcome of this matter cannot presently be 
determined.

I. The above unaudited rinancial resu lts for the quarter ended 31 December 2024 and year to date results fo r th e pc,iod from I April 2024 to 31 December 2024 were reviewed and 
recommended by the Audit Commillee and were approved by tl1e Board of Directors at their respective meetings held on IO Febrnaiy 2025. The Statuto,y Audi tors of Singer India 
Li mited ('tl1e Com pany') have carried 0111 limited review of the above results pursuant to Regulation 33 of the Securiti es and Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and 
Disclosure Requi rements) Regu lations, 2015, as amended and have issued an unmodified review opinion. 

2. The above rinancial results have been prepared in accordance witl, tl1e Indian Accounting Standards (" Ind AS") presc,ibed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with 
relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting principles generally accepted in India. 

3. The ce,tificatc of Managing Director and Chief Financia l Ofricer in tenns of Regulation 33 of the Securi ties and Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure 
Requi rements) Regulations, 201 5, in respect of the above resu lts has been placed before the Board of Directors. 

4. The Indian Parliament has approved the Code 011 Social Security, 2020 which would impact tl1e contributions by the Company towards Provident Fund and Gratuity. The effective 
date from which Ute changes are applicable is yet to be notified and tl1e fi nal mies arc yet to be fra med. The Company will cany out an eva luation of the impact and record the same 
in the financial result in tl1e period in which the Code becomes effective and the related mies are publ ished. 

5. Earnings per share are not annualised for the quarter ended 31 December 2024, 30 September 2024, and 31 December 2023 and period ended 31 December 2024 and 31 December 
2023. 

6. During the year ended 31 March 2023, the Company had raised additional share capital aggregating to Rs.5,683 lakhs by way of preferential allounent of eqnity shares. The Company 
had issued 7,477,364 shares at a price of Rs. 76/- per share whereby equity share capital was increased by Rs. 150 lakhs and securities premium account was increased by Rs. 5,449 
lakhs (net of expenses of Rs. 84 lakh s). 

The proceeds of the issue from the said prefere11tial allotmen t are to augment growth and expansion, brand building, general corporate pmposes, capital expenditure and meeting 
working capital requirements. Out of total proceeds of Rs. 5,599 lakhs (net of related expense of Rs. 84 lakhs), Rs. 5,164 lakhs has been util ized towards pu,µoses specified in the 
offered document and remaining proceeds are pending ut ilization as at 31 December 2024 towards tl1e objects of preferential allotment and temporaiily invested by the Company in 
Bank term deposi ts. The Company intends to utilise the remaining amoun t withi n the stipulated timelines as per tl1e offered document for the preferential allotment. 

7. The above results of tl1e Company are available on the Company's website https://www.singerindia.com/ and also on hllps://www.bscindia.com. 

8. The Bureau of India Standard ("BIS") ce,tification marked license number CM/L - 4 100049170 ('License') as per IS 15449: Pait I: 2004 granted to a vendor that supplies a sub 
categ01y of mechanical household Zig-Zag machines was cancelled by the BIS w.e.f. 8 August 2023 by serving a notice dated 14 August 2023. Thi s affected the Company's abili ty to 
import mechanical household Zig-Zag sewing machines. The BIS, through its commiltee comprising indusuy representatives, has revi sed tl1e applicable standards and notiried the 
Gazelle and tl1e Company future impo1ts of Zig Zag sewing machines wi ll be brought under the scope oft he revised standards. The Company fil ed a writ petition with the Delhi High 
Cou,1 on IO November 2023 to stay/quash tl1e order cum notice of cancellation of the License/setting as ide the IS I 5449: Pa,t I: 2004 and passing of appropriate directions to amend 
the prevailin g regulations in line witl1 the updated technological nonns. The next heaiing is on 08 April 2025. 
In the meantime, the Company sought a No Objection Ce,tificate ("NOC") dated 18 October 2023 from tl1e Minish)' of Commerce & lndust1y to imp01t such Zig-Zag machines 
witl1ou1 a BIS mark in order to maintain its supply of goods. This NOC expired 011 17 Jamrn,y 2024 and the Company obtained the NOC for a fmther extended period of tl1ree mo11tl1s 
w.e.f. 14 Febrna,y 2024 which expi red on 13 May 202,J and obtained the NOC dated 14 November 2024 for a further extended period of three mo11tl1s. During this pc,iod, the 
Company had continued to import such Zig- Zag machines without a BIS mark. 
The mailer continues to be under discussion witl1 tl1e relevant authori ties and ultimate outcome cannot presently be detenuined . Basis independent legal advice, the Company is of the 
view that no adjustments are required in tl1e unaudited finai1cial results as at and for the quarter and nine montl1 ended 31 December 2024 in respect of this mailer. 
The Company is simultaneously evaluati ng alternate range of Zig-Zag machines to mitigate tl1e impact of these developments on the Company's future operatious. 

9. ht accordance with the provisions of Section 62( 1)(b) of tl1e Companies Act, 20 13, the Companies (Share Capital and Debentures) Rules, 2014 and tl1e Securities and Exchange, 
Board of India (Share Based Employee Benefits) Regulations, 20 14 ("ESOP Regul at ions" ) and with the approval of the shareholders obtained through Postal Ballot, the Company, 
during the fin ancial year 2023-24, introduced and implemented Si nger India - Employee Stock Option Plan 2023' ("ESOP 2023"). Under ESOP 2023, not exceeding 36,00,000 Stock 
Options can be granted to the eligible employees/non-executive directors of tl1e Company. The Nomination and Remuneration Committee of the Company granted 31,00,000 Stock 
Options on 10 July 2023, 1,00,000 Stock options on I October 2023 , 50,000 Stock options on 20 November 2023, 50,000 Stock options on 23 May 2024, 25,000 Stock options on 20 
August 2024 and the same was intimated by the Company to Bombay stock exchange on tl1e respecti ve dates. Out of tl1ese granted options 1,00,000 have been forfeited, 7,87,500 
options are vested and out oftl1ese vested options 4,62,500 options have been exercised and alloted on 17 October 2024 and rest are pending for exercise. Remai ning options are not 
due for exercise and are outstanding fo r the period ended 31 December 2024 .
